ECtHR - A.S v. France

The applicant, a Moroccan national who acquired French nationality, was sentenced
to seven years’ imprisonment in 2013 for involvement in a conspiracy to carry out
terrorist acts in France and other countries. He was deprived of his French
nationality and was served with an expulsion order: despite requesting an interim
measure under grounds of Article 3 ECHR he was returned to Morocco.

The applicant claimed, inter alia, that his removal violated his rights under Article 3
ECHR due to the risk that he would be exposed to ill-treatment in the event of his
return and that his removal in breach of the European Court of Human Rights (the
Court) interim measure violated Article 34 ECHR.
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
